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Executive Summary

The 2010 HANNOVERMESSE staged under the keynote motto of “Efficiency,
Innovation, Sustainability” attracted bookings from more than 4,800 exhibitors from
64 countries.

Major travel limitations resulting from the international flight embargo caused by the
volcano eruptions in Island impacted both exhibitor participation and visitor
attendance. Attendance from outside Germany was down by about half. The total
visitor count of 150,000 was roughly 20 percent below the previous year's figure.
Attendance from Asia and North America suffered the most. As expected in light of
the flight bans, the majority of foreign visitors were from Germany's neighboring
countries. Attendance from the Netherlands was well up on the 2008 figure. The next
largest contingents came from Austria, Denmark, France, Switzerland and Poland.

Under the slogan “Not of this world - ESA SpaceApps bring space technologies down
to earth”, MST Aerospace organized on behalf of ESA a 200 sgm stand with number
B 56 in Hall 2 of the fair ground. ESA offered ten co-exhibitors the chance to present

their “spin-offs” and technological further developments from space industry in the
context of the “SpaceApps” exhibition.
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The 10 booth partners were able to record 479 mediations to fair visitors who showed
an interest in their technologies displayed. Furthermore, MST Aerospace established
51 contacts to visiting companies with respect to technologies not displayed on the
booth but provided with descriptions accessible via the stand’s Internet counter
technology-forum.com operated by MST Aerospace, with respect to technology
demands and/other space technology transfer related issues.

On 13 April, the day of the opening of the fair, Mr. Johann Friedrich Colsman -
member of the cabinet of the EU commissioner for Industry and Entrepreneurship
and EU vice-president Mr. Antonio Tajani - visited the SpaceApps booth into
representation of the vice- president.



Mr. Colsman presented the SpaceSpinoff award statuette and the award document in
the frame of the price giving ceremony to the 2010 price-winner Mr. Colm Kenny,
CEO of KENTEC S.a.s., for the successful terrestrial application of Kentec’s space
developed image recognition system in glass production for car headlights and
windows for washing machines.

A press conference was given on the opening day as well. Paticipants of the press
interview moderated by MST Aerospace’s press agent were the head of ESA’s
Technology Transfer Programme Office, Mr. Frank Salzgeber, the CEO of ESA’s
prime broker MST Aerospace, Mr. Werner Dupont, the representative of the booth
partner mobile life Unternehmer GmbH, Mr. Andre Teske explaining the data shirt of
his company to benefit the day-to-day monitoring of patients, the representative of
the booth partner Universitat Wirzburg Professor Klaus Schilling describing mini
robots to help fire service, and the representative of the booth partner Universitat
Leipzig Professor Wolfgang Grill presenting the advantages of structural health
monitoring.

On Friday 24 April MST Aerospace welcomed the State Secretary of the Federal
State Hessians, Mr. Steffen Saebisch, and his delegation which was in particular
interested in the advances of the incubatee ALL4IP technologies GmbH &Co. KG
located close to ESOC.

On every day of the fair hourly multimedia presentations of the co-exhibitors ~
technological potentials and know-how were given on the stage of the ESA
SpaceApps booth.
